APPEAL RE: Land at the Confluence of the Rivers Tyne and Ouseburn to the east of
Mariners Wharf, Newcastle upon Tyne, NE1 2BJ

The Secretary of State is to consider a planning and conservation area appeal lodged by
Taylor Wimpey UK Ltd (“the Appellant”) against the refusal of planning permission made
by Newcastle upon Tyne City Council (as District Planning Authority) for the erection of a
13 storey residential development comprising cafe (Class A3) and gallery (Ciass D1/A1) at
ground floor and 80 apartments (Class C3) at ground to eleventh floors, a 5 - 6 storey
office development (Class B1) and a double height restaurant (Class A3) and newsagents
(Class A1), formation of public square, 40 underground car parking spaces, works to Quay
Wall following demolition of existing pumping station; and erection of pumping station and
associated works on land to south of Glasshouse Bridge;

and against the refusal of conservation area consent made by Newcastle upon Tyne City
Council (as District Planning Authority) for demolition of unlisted building.

The reasons for refusal were:

The proposed development by reason of the excessive height, scale and poor design of
the offices and residential buildings would be detrimental to visual amenity, adversely
impact on key local views and constitute overdevelopment of the application site, creating
a development out of character with its surroundings, thereby contrary to Policies EN1.1
and EN4 of the Unitary Development Plan and Planning Policy Statement 1

The proposed development by reason of the inadequate parking provision within the site
would generate a significant increase in traffic and parking problems in the surrounding
locality and lead to conditions that would be prejudicial to highway safety thereby contrary
to Policies T4.5 and T7.1 of the Unitary Development Plan

There is no acceptable replacement scheme for this site therefore the demolition of these
buildings would be contrary to Planning Policy Guidance Note 15 Planning and the
Historic Environment.
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The Appellant’s grounds of appeal are attached:

The Secretary of State for the Communities and Local Government, who will be dealing
with these appeals by way of a public inquiry at a date yet to be set has asked the local
residents and others who may be affected should be notified and given an opportunity to
make representations to her. | will write to you again informing you of the date and time of
the inquiry should you wish to attend.
